But at that time I didn’t find any relevance 
of those stories to my own life. For a few years after my graduation, I lived a “satisfactory” 
life. I felt I was living a life that I wanted and there was nothing more I could ask for. How-
ever, I felt like something was missing and I was empty and lonely inside. I tried filling up 
my schedule with lots of different activities and people, but those things did not work 
and I did not know the reason for my emptiness.

One day, my sister invited me to join a course where we read “The Purpose Driven Life” 
together. Even though I wasn’t a Christian then, hearing God’s words and being close 
to God became really fulfilling for me. I no longer feel empty and lonely. Gradually,  
I surrendered to Christ and the feeling of loneliness was gone when I have Christ in my 
heart. It was God and His love that filled my heart. 

Life did not become easier after believing in Christ. On the contrary, I came across a lot of 
difficulties but having God in my life made a huge difference. In despair and difficulties, 
I always found great support in my Growth Group at St Andrew’s and other Christians
around me. But more importantly, I had hope and knew that God was always there 
for me.
